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Director’'s Message

2026 has been a pivotal year at Wigmore Hall as we celebrate our 125th
Anniversary. The new 2026/27 Season builds on that momentum, expanding
our reach while staying true to our core ethos. The newly designed cover

of this brochure represents our latest venture - the introduction of surtitles
in Song and other vocal programmes - another opportunity to bring these
beautiful texts to a wider audience.

In September, we honour one of the greatest modern composers, Gydrgy Kurtdg, in his centenary year.
We also welcome Grammy-winning bassist Linda May Han Oh on 21 September with her husband, the
glittering pianist Fabian Almazan. Thomas Ades begins his five-year tenure as a new Associate Artist.
Vibraphonist Patricia Brennan brings her dynamic Septet to the Hall in November. UK Critics’ Circle Young
Artist Award-winner Alex Ho is celebrated on 21 November in a major focus day, and he is definitely a
composer to watch. Another rising composer Tom Coult, whose music is rich with wonder, is featured on
28 November with La Nuova Musica and Nick Pritchard.

As the 200th anniversary of Beethoven’s death approaches in 2027, we begin early celebrations with Quatuor
Ebene, the Belcea Quartet, the Nash Ensemble and violinist Viktoria Mullova with fortepianist Alasdair
Beatson. Our biennial Autumn International Piano Festival opens on 21 September with numerous debuts.
The acclaimed Vikingur Olafsson, recently awarded the Gold Medal of the Royal Philarmonic Society, one of
classical music’s most prestigious honours, crowns the opening week with no fewer than three appearances.
The astonishing violist Timothy Ridout, also appointed Associate Artist, appears right through the Season.
Other highlights include a survey of Mahler’s songs with Joseph Middleton and world-class singers. We are
proud to begin a two-season Mozart exploration with Yunchan Lim, whose debut recital here attracted more
than 1.3 million views on our YouTube channel. As more than 20 of his works were premiéred here, we mark the
50th anniversary of Britten’s death (4 December) with a four-day focus and more concerts in the early autumn
and spring. Apartment House returns with Morton Feldman’s five-and-a-half-hour Second String Quartet on
22 December, a Christmas gift for somel!

| cannot wait for our multi-season Haydn survey with Jean-Efflam Bavouzet. There will also be multiple
appearances from another great French pianist, Bertrand Chamayou. We welcome cellist Sol Gabetta in
residence, and we present focuses on mandolinist Avi Avital and lutenist Thomas Dunford. Venetian ensemble
il Pomo d’Oro performs Cavalli’s Requiem Mass and Gabrieli’'s Miserere mei Deus in the autumn, a fresh look at
this repertoire.

Song enthusiasts can look forward to the launch of Richard Stokes’s A Carl Loewe Song Companion. For a
different perspective on Song please join us for ‘A Kabuki Winterreise: Spring Snow’ on 11 October, intertwining
the narratives of Yasuna and Winterreise, with dancer Suleiman Suleiman, mezzo-soprano Fleur Barron and
pianist Julius Drake. Please explore the brochure for yourselves. Renewed gratitude for all of your support,
